Despite advances in cancer therapeutics, cancer is still the second leading cause of death worldwide. XXXXX resistance is implicated in the increased death rates among cancer patients. Thus it is essential to adopt novel strategies for the discovery of XXXXX that combat resistance mechanisms and are less toxic. There is growing interest in ‘safe’ molecules from plant sources that have anticancer activities against human cancers. One such molecule is XXXXX, the main bioactive component of black seed XXXXX.

Evidence based research by numerous scientists including ours has shown that XX targets many types of cancer. This small and relatively non-toxic natural molecule is capable of modulating key signaling pathways that cause cancer progression. XX also increases the efficacy of clinically used anticancer agents such as XXXX, cisplatin and XXXX and decreases their in vivo XXX when combined with these drugs. Considering the potential of XX to target cancer cells, my presentation will focus on its XXXX and biological properties that make it an interesting molecule for XXXXX.
